Currently, the district web site www.folsomschool.org  would not be considered to be 
“Bobby Approved” or 100% accessible to all.  Considerable work has begun toward 
meeting accessibility requirements, such as providing alternative text descriptions for 
images found on the site.  Going forward, such steps will continue and additional steps 
will be taken to become more aware of this issue.  The Webmaster will strive to make 
the needed changes to ensure accessibility, and keep this focus in mind for new 
additions by taking steps, such as the following: 
 
1. Read a Beginner’s Article such as “Building Accessible Web Sites in 7 
Steps” found at the TechSoup web site (www.techsoup.org), the Technology Place for 
Non-Profits.  
 
2. Use the W3C Quick Tips , 10 quick steps to Accessible Web sites at 
www.w3.org/WAI under Resources and review the Web Content Accessibility 
Guidelines at www.w3.org/TR/WCAG, written by the Web Accessibility Initiative 
(www.w3.org), an International Program Office of the World Wide Web Consortium. 
 
3. Test our site through sites, such as Bobby, the classic tool for aiding web authors 
in assessing their pages for accessibility, as one initial step in the assessment process.  
Other similar sites and tools are available. 
 
4. Test for Screen Reader accessibility by using the free web browser OPERA and 
turning the graphics “off” by using the camera icon on the second toolbar. By clicking on 
the camera, our graphics will be replaced by the alt text. The alt text is what a screen 
reader reads. (A screen reader is a tool that “speaks” the content of a computer screen. 
People who can’t read the screen because of a visual impairment or other limitation use 
them.) There are three modes to the camera. The default mode shows you the 
graphics. The second mode shows you the alt text beneath the graphics, and the third 
mode loads the graphics just for that page. The next page will have Alt Text again. 
OPERA is a free web browser, used instead of Netscape, Explorer, etc.  
 
5. Be thoughtful about using Alt Text for Eye Candy .  Alt text is the textual 
equivalent used to convey the content of an image. This is needed because screen 
readers can only read text, and cannot decipher any meaning out of images.  Eye 
Candy is a wonderful visual graphic for someone who can see the computer screen, but 
does not offer valuable information to the content of the web page. We should test and 
“Read” the graphic images on the screen (see step 4). If the Alt Text is not offering 
valuable information, then we should alter it to describe the graphic better if the picture 
is important to the web page message. It’s easier to hear the important web site 
information without having to listen to eye candy.

Equipment Repair 
The Technology Coordinator is responsible for the initial evaluation of issues and to 
make the decision whether the computer should to be repaired, upgraded, or replaced.  
The Technology Coordinator performs routine repair, maintenance, upgrade, and 
update procedures.  Outside technical support is brought in on an as-needed basis. 
 
Criteria for Obsolescence 
The criterion for obsolescence is multi-faceted.  The age, performance level, and repair 
history of the equipment are all factors weighed.  Performance level includes the speed 
of the computer, operating system (including support available) required for a particular 
program or task the equipment is primarily used for.  Often, current software determines 
the type of equipment needed and its useful life.  In the real world, budget constraints 
play a key role in the determination of what is “obsolete”.  What is considered obsolete 
by one district may be considered by another to be extremely useful and have valuable 
“life” left in it. Generally, equipment over six years old is considered “obsolete”, but 
exact determination is made on a case-by-case basis by equipment type, performance 
level, and suitability for the task required. 
 
Costs of repairs and/or upgrades are evaluated against cost of replacement, with both 
new and refurbished replacement options (and related warranties) considered. 
 
If the cost to repair or upgrade the equipment meets or exceeds 50% of the 
replacement value, the equipment will be disposed of or replaced if the district’s 
financial situation allows.

The Folsom School District uses WebSense by WebSense Enterprises as its web-
filtering software program.  Also in place is Microsoft ISA Proxy Server software.

Educating students and staff on Internet safety and computer ethics is a priority for the 
Folsom School District.  The Folsom School District enforces an Acceptable Use Policy 
(AUP) that prohibits inappropriate use of computers and the Internet in school.  Each 
year, the Folsom AUP is introduced to new students and reviewed with returning 
students at an age-appropriate level in computers and library classes.  During this 
review, students learn strategies on how to avoid cyber criminals, protect their safety, 
and to be good online citizens.

Tech Literacy Assessment –Methods used to determine  proficiency: 
 
The Folsom Elementary School utilizes several methods of assessing student 
technological literacy.  Throughout the 8th Grade school year, students completed 
several NETS Online Technology Assessments, Learn Do Earn Online tests, and local 
school district projects and examinations.  Through the combination of these methods, 
the Folsom School was able to provide a comprehensive assessment of student skills in 
technology. 
 

NETS Online Technology Assessment 
ISTE has collaborated with Microsoft in the development of the NETS Online 
Technology Assessment to help teachers measure student skills in using software 
applications and help measure student progress toward meeting the National 
Educational Technology Standards for Students (NETS•S). These assessment 
resources were developed to help support educators of middle school students as 
they worked towards the 8th grade technology literacy requirement.  Several NETS 
online technology assessments were introduced into the curriculum to determine 
proficiency.
